On January 23th 2015, in the Palace of Serbia the Conference “Youth Employment and Career Guidance and Counselling“was held. The Conference was organized within the project “Career that fits youth - improvement of the methodology for measuring the effects of career guidance and counselling” implemented by Belgrade Open School (BOS) and supported by the Ministry of Youth and Sport. Meeting Minutes

Participants were welcomed by Mrs. Snezana Klasnja, Assistant Minister for Youth at the Ministry of Youth and Sport; Mr. Aleksandar Stojanovic, Secretary of the State in the Ministry of Labor, Employment, Veteran and Social affairs; Mrs. Gordana Cvetkovic, Head of the School Administration, Ministry of Education, Science and Technological Development;  Mr. Milorad Bjeletic, Executive Director of Belgrade Open School; Mrs. Vesna Cekic, Head of the Department for Professional Orientation and Career Planning in the National Employment Service and Mrs. Maja Curic, member of the research team form BOS. The Conference was moderated by Mrs. Jelena Manic Radoicic, Coordinator of the Career Guidance and Counselling Center of BOS. 
Mrs. Snezana Klasnja, Assistant Minister for Youth at the Ministry of Youth and Sport spoke about the quality and efficiency of career guidance and counselling. She stated that in Serbia do exist some elements for quality assurance and indicators for delivering services of career guidance and counselling in accordance with ELGPN. Those elements are the result of Tempus Project “Development of Career Guidance Aimed at Improving Higher Education in Serbia” and documents Program and Methodology of Career Guidance and Counselling for students in Serbia. 
Mr. Aleksandar Stojanovic, Secretary of the State in the Ministry of Labor, Employment, Veteran and Social affairs, highlighted that employment of young people is the priority of this Ministry for the year 2015. He stated that further efforts on development of career guidance and counselling services are necessary.
The representative of the Ministry of Education, Science and Technological Development, Mrs. Gordana Cvetkovic, stated that this Ministry is going to take over the coordination of the system of career guidance and counselling.

Mr. Milorad Bjeletic, Executive Director of Belgrade Open School has pointed out that it is necessary to ensure continuity in the implementation of policies for lifelong career guidance, in collaboration of all relevant stakeholders in this field.
Mrs. Vesna Cekic, Head of the Department for Professional Orientation and Career Planning in the National Employment Service has presented the Framework of standards for career guidance and counselling for students in Serbia. She has pointed that the priority challenges are to reduce unemployment and encourage the professional and territorial mobility of young people. She pointed out that it is necessary to harmonize standards and methodology of career guidance and counselling on all educational levels and to provide education of all relevant stakeholders.
The main recommendations result from the research and presentations of panelist are:

· Further development of quality standards within the career guidance and counselling field.

· The necessity of establishing continuity in providing services and organizing activities of career guidance and counselling for young people.

· Developing cooperation of all relevant stakeholders within the career guidance and counselling field for the further development of the methodology and systematic monitoring of the effects.
