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REPORT ON PROMOTION OF DEVELOPED E-SERVICES, ACT.5.7.

Panel discussion dedicated to the role of ICT in career guidance and counseling in higher education was organized on March 31, 2015 in the building of the University of Belgrade. 
Interested colleagues and employers  had the opportunity to discuss the importance of software for the administration of internships, the developed platform for administration, recruitment and pre-selection of candidates, developed information systems and databases that should help employers to find and understand better the information about the differences that bring the reformed curricula, diploma supplement, etc. . The question that was also launched was how informative and accessible are the sites for career development for employers interested in cooperation with university career centers. Introductory presentations were dedicated to informing students, teachers and other staff of the newly developed electronic services dedicated to career informing, advising and career education. One of the topics was also the question to what extent the existing sites of the Centers for career development are responsive to the needs of students and their dilemmas regarding career development.  The panelists were representatives Career Development Centers from University of Belgrade, University of Novi Sad, University of Nis, University of Kragujevac and Singidunum University. 

Invitations for the panel with the announcement which included links to the websites of university career centers has been sent to more than 600 email addresses, and panel was attended by more than 30 representatives of students, business community, academic community and media.
